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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

The undersigned, natural persons of the age of eighteen age or more, acting as
incorporators of acorporation (hereinafter referred to as the “ Association”) under the
provisions of the Minnesota Non-Profit Corporation Act hereby adopt the following
Articles of Incorporation.

Association, INC. The corporation shall succeed to all of the rights, duties, and
obligations of the former Minnesota Bluegrass and Old-Time Music Association

ARTICLE I
The period of its duration is perpetual .
ARTICLE Il

The Association does not afford pecuniary gain, incidentally or otherwise, to its
members.

ARTICLE IV
The purposes for which it isformed are as follows:

Primary Purpose: To be acorporation which is not organized for profit, but which is
operated exclusively to encourage an understanding of bluegrass and old-time music, and
the net earnings of which shall be devoted exclusively for charitable, educational, or
recreational purposes.

Ancillary Purpose:  To do everything necessary or proper for the primary purpose set
forth above, and to do all things incidental thereto or connected therewith which are not
forbidden by the Minnesota Non-Profit Corporation Act, by other law, or by these
Articles of Incorporation.

ARTICLEV

Neither members nor directors of the Association shall have any personal liability for
corporate obligations.



ARTICLE VI

The Association shall have no capital stock.
ARTICLE VII

The registered office of the Association shall be located in the City of Minneapoalis,
County of Hennepin, State of Minnesota.

ARTICLE VI

Section 1. The business of the Association shall be controlled and managed by a board
of directors, which shall have executive control of al funds, money, and property of the
Association.

Section 2. The Board of Directors shall be composed of five Directors, who may aso be
officers of the Association and who shall be elected annually by the Association from
among its members/

ARTICLES OF AMENDMENT TO THE ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION OF
THE MINNESOTA BLUEGRASS AND OLD-TIME MUSIC ASSOCIATION

ARTICLE X

The corporation is organized exclusively for charitable and educational purposes within
the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

ARTICLE X

No part of the net earnings of the corporation shall be inure to the benefit, or be
distributable to its members, trustees, officers, or other private persons. except that the
corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for
services rendered.

ARTICLE X

No substantial part of the activities of the corporation shall be the carrying on of
propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation: and the corporation shall not
participate in, or intervenein (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any
political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.

ARTICLE X

Notwithstanding any other provisions of these articles, the corporation shall not carry on
any other activities not permitted to be carried on (&) by a corporation exempt from
federal income tax under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code( or
corresponding provisions of any future United States Internal Revenue Law, or (b) by a
corporation, contributions to which are deductible under section 170(c)(2) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provisions of any future United States
Internal Revenue Law).
